SBA Interclub Rules & Conditions 2011 for ladies
Format

Team 

· Maximum 6 players per club, all must be SBA affiliated players with a SBA Number. 
· If a player wants to play for a club that she is not registered with, the player must inform her registered club of their intention to play for another club as long as she is also a member of that club.
· Each player can only have a maximum of 2 matches each. 

· Only players registered to play can take part in this tournament. 

· No postponement are allowed during the whole tournament but if the courts had been cancelled by the organizer or school then  the match need to be postpone.  Otherwise, the match shall be played as scheduled OR walkover occurred. Please inform the interclub organizer should there be any postponement or cancellation of courts.
· In the spirit of sportsmanship, walkover should not be used as an excuse for a simple way out of playing the competition in any rounds.
Rules of play

Each round is 4 matches of doubles.  Each match consists of 2 games to 21 points or can be changed to 3 matches of doubles and 1 match of singles with the agreement of both clubs.  Players are ranked from one to six.  E.g. the top player will rank no. 1 and so on. 
Player rank no. 1 can play in the 1st and 2nd doubles matches ONLY. 

Games are to be played home and away so that each team in the Division played each other twice.  Matches are normally played on the home clubs, (club night).

Home team to supply shuttles and courts.

The winning team – the captain is to mail or e-mail the results to the interclub organizer.

No players can be changed after the interclub fixtures are published.

Divisions will be made up based on strength as eg.

The winners will receive trophies at the end of the year. (Annual Dinner)

The Interclub Challenge Shield will be presented at the Annual SBA Dinner night. (Please refer to the SBA Interclub Rules & Conditions document for full details)

Scoring System.

Two match points will be awarded to the team winning the most matches. One match point will be awarded for a draw.  The total number of match points determines the winner of the tournament. If match points are equal then the number of games won is to be counted. Should there also be equal in the number of games won then this should follow by the ratio of game points won vs game points lost in the entire tournament, eg., win/loss percentage (walkover counted as 21 pts)
